On May 10th, we received very good 

news and also some bad news  

regarding Fr. Prior's recovery. In the beginning of 

May, Fr. Prior had a much anticipated PetScan and 

it showed that he is cancer-free. "Cancer-free" is 

obviously great news and we were especially hopeful 

that would be the news as we had been noticing that 

Fr. Prior's walking, strength and stamina had  

improved dramatically in the past month. 

The bad news was that because of the  

damage caused from the radiation 30 years ago, Fr. 

Prior's esophagus has closed and his doctors do not 

believe that Fr. Prior will not be able to eat through 

his mouth anytime in the foreseeable future, if ever. 

Surgery could possibly correct this problem,  

however, it would be a very dangerous procedure. 

Because of this news and Fr. Prior's dependence on 

a feeding tube, he has been assigned to Murray 

Weigel by his Jesuit superiors. Fr. Prior had hoped 

to be able to return to Loyola; however, he really 

does enjoy Murray Weigel, the staff, his large room, 

the Fordham campus, and so many of the residents 

whom he has known for years. We hope that he will 

be able to attend many Loyola events next year and 

that his practice speaking with the prosthesis will 

start paying off as well. 

All things considered, Fr. Priorôs spirits are good.
